As comments A342 for CAB-HLF-021, it is necessary to specify the source of user preference and provider policy. Here may refer to HLF-024/025, explain with (e.g. User A or User B), or include "subject to user authorization and/or service provider policies."
"Provider policy" in requirement realistically does not mean much, irrespective if there is such description. The commentator should recognize that the more specific description provided the less room for flexible interpretation. In this case, inclusion of "on the party who originates ..." would exclude any potential possibility of the policy "on the party who terminates ..." or "intermediate transporting ..."

Provided this limitation recognized by the CAB participants, the author requests the group to decide this revision.
