Brief analysis:

The concept of ‘public’ is direct opposite to ‘private’ and both reflect different privacy levels. The setting of privacy levels is not addressed in the CAB RD, thus it’s not clear what can be public and what can be private or if different privacy levels can indeed be provided by CAB. 
As the term ‘public’ can have different interpretations, we have opted for clarity and simplicity to replace it with the actual description of the functionality it is expected to provide within the CAB authorization requirements.
