There is a difference between meta data passed between machines for identifying categories of content, and words or symbols presented to the user.  O2 therefore believes that these two types of categorization need to be brought out separately in the RD.

Types of Content Categorization

Two different kinds of content categorization can be identified and should be distinguished in further work.  These are as follows:

1.
Customer-Facing Warnings. These are words or symbols that could be standardised but are actually part of the content presented to users such as a symbol in the corner of the screen, an announcement before a programme starts or a form of words on screen.

2.
Content Meta Data. This refers to information about the content of a specific item of video, audio or other media, which is encoded as part of the format of that media such that a machine (video/audio player device) can read and interpret this information according to pre-defined rules (based perhaps on a user profile).
