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1 Reason for Contribution

To resolve the action item, as assigned by OMA-REQ-CBCS, to propose a definition for the entity assigning content screening categories to content. 

2 Summary of Contribution

Proposed definitions to be added to section 3.2 of the Categorization-based Content Screening Framework RD. 

3 Detailed Proposal

The name of the entity that assigns content screening categories to content has not been agreed. In this contribution the name “Content Categorization Entity” is used as a working name. 

The “Content Categorization Entity” is involved in the following scenario: 

A user requests content. This content shall be screened by a Categorization-based Content Screening (CBCS) Service. The content has been categorized in advance. The category that has been assigned to the requested content is compared with the CBCS parameters that are relevant for this request. Based on the outcome of this comparison it is decided whether or not to allow the user to get the requested content. 

The “Content Categorization Entity” is the entity that, in this scenario, categorizes content, i.e. assigns content screening categories to content. It is further assumed that the “Content Categorization Entity” was not involved in the definition of the categories themselves, and that the definition of those categories is out of scope of the RD. 

Proposed definition: 

Content Categorization Entity
An entity that assigns content screening categories to content. 

This implies that we may or may not need a definition for “Content screening category”. If we do, here’s a spontaneous  attempt: 

Content Screening Category
A category assigned to content, aiming to describe the type of this content. This category is used when determining the suitability of presenting the content to a user.
