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1 Reason for Contribution

During the last conference call usage of PEEM terminology was discussed.  The same terminology is being proposed for introduction in the OMA Dictionary. 

The CBCS-ers looked favourably upon introduction of this terminology (as found in OMA-REQ-CBCS-2006-0028R01).

It was even proposed to investigate if we can replace the term “screening criteria” into “policy rules”.

However, please consider the following.
· Policy rules is a generic term it does not ‘scope’ well to a specific enabler domain.  For example, GPM and CBCS can both use the term ‘policy rules’.  However, GPM Enabler implementation using a policy engines should not be expected to be able to decide on policy rules that include ‘content categorization’ data and operands.  

· In the GPM RD they use ‘[permission] rule type’ to express that a permission rule engine should be capable of supporting some typical permission rules.  Effectively, it appears, the GPM-ers have scoped the term ‘policy rules’ to the GPM domain and expressed some requirements on these rules.

· During the last CBCS call we have also tried to express some requirements on the types of rules to be supported by a CBCS policy engine.  The authors recalls mentioning of “a CBCS Subscriber SHALL be able to provision screening rules to specify what content categories are permissible, and what content categories require special treatment, on a per CBCS user basis” (or something very similar).

	CBCS-PERM-004
	If multiple devices are associated with a single CBCS User, the CBCS enabler SHALL support screening rules where:

1. One CBCS User uses multiple devices simultaneously;

2. One CBCS User uses only one or more devices at a given time or for a particular service.
	

	CBCS-PERM-005
	Among the types of rules supported by CBCS there MAY be a screening rule type which causes a screening response which depends on other context, such as e.g. information related to earlier screening checking requests, or the interval between screening checking requests.
NOTE: applicable privacy laws should be adhered to.  See also [PRIVACY].
