To add high level requirements for the Content Management module to CMI RD.
2 Summary of Contribution

The Content Management module shall define capabilities which include 

· content upload, 

· content management,

· content discovery and 

· policy management.
This contribution proposes amongst others requirements which cover policy management (e.g. SLA establishment) for the following use case.
The SP publishes the API together with terms and condition for API usage (SLA) in the internet. Any Content Provider who agrees the terms and conditions can use the API without contacting any person of the Service Provider.  The SLA can contain several check boxes to cover different options that can be chosen by the CP. Furthermore the Content Provider might like to change some option later. Corresponding requirements are: CMI-HLF-0x7, CMI-HLF-0x7a,
The CP might like to check for updates (concerning content types supported) of existing services or new supported services. The corresponding requirement for this use case is CMI-HLF-0x6.
Further proposed requirements cover the bulk upload of content and upload of single content items (CMI-HLF-0x8) and the management of already uploaded content and its attributes (CMI-HLF-0x9).
