4. User B answers the call.

5. If User B has set continuous playing feature for both parties, the CMR service platform continues playing   the music “Relaxing” as background music to User A and User B.

6. Both User A and User B enjoy the music “Relaxing” during the call. If User A or User B wants to stop it, the “Relaxing” can be stopped playing to the request party.
