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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes some resource and resource management requirements to CMR RD.
Different roles of the CMR service are involved in the CMR resource management.

Each CMR user has his/her resource library. The CMR enabler shall provide the CMR users the way to manage his/her own resource library, e.g. to subscribe, to upload, to delete CMR resources to/from his/her CMR resources library. 

The CMR content provider provides the CMR content to CMR service provider. The CMR enabler shall provide the CMR content provider the way to manage it’s own CMR resource library, e.g. to upload the CMR resources for approval, to modify the CMR resources, the delete the CMR resources etc.
The CMR service providers make the control on the CMR resources on system level. The  CMR enabler shall provide the CMR service provider to maintain the CMR resources, e,g. to check and approve the CMR resources uploaded from the CMR user or the CMR content provider,  to convert the CMR resources to the accepted format and store the CMR resources to  the system, to maintain the system resource  information and publish the system resource info for user subscription  etc.

	CMR- RESM-001
	The CMR Enabler SHALL support different types of  CMR resources, including a single  resource and a resource-box.

A resource box is composed of multiple resources with the same media type and with the associated predefined rule of selecting a CMR resource from the box to present. 

A resource box is subscribed as a whole and can’t be divided. From the user’s point of view, a CMR resource box is equivalent to a single CMR resource.

	The CMR enabler SHALL allow a CMR content provider to maintain it’s CMR resource library ,e. g. uploading, modifying and deleting  it’s  CMR resources (including resource boxes)

	The CMR enabler SHALL allow a CMR user to maintain his/her CMR resource library, including uploading the user’s customized CMR resources to his/her CMR resource library, subscribing the CMR resources (including CMR boxes) provided by the CMR content provider  to his/her CMR resource library,  deleting some resources from his/her CMR resource library .

	The CMR enabler SHALL allow a CMR user to organize his/her resource library in one or more resource groups.

A CMR resource group is composed of one or more CMR resources (including resource-box) selecting from the user’s  CMR resource library. 

The CMR enabler SHALL allow a CMR user to create, modify and delete his/her CMR resource groups. 
The CMR enabler SHALL allow a CMR user to set the presentation rule (e.g., random, in specified sequence etc.) for his/her CMR resource groups.

The CMR enabler SHALL use the default CMR group presentation rule if it is not specified by the user.

	The CMR enabler SHALL allow a CMR user to replicate the CMR resources of  other  users if permitted.

The CMR enabler SHALL allow a CMR user to set the permission (default is not permitted) of his/her CMR resources to be replicated by other users.

	CMR- RESM-006
	The CMR enabler SHALL allow the CMR service   provider to manage on the CMR system resources , including surveying and controlling of  the resource management activities taken by the CMR user/CMR content provider (e.g. checking the content and license information of  the CMR resources uploaded by the CMR user or CMR content provider) ; 

converting , storing the CMR resources and maintaining  system resource list information; 

publishing the system resource information  for user preview and subscription.
