The CMR Resource copy requirement includes 2 scenarios:
Real-time copy:
People send a copy instruction to CMR Enabler directly to subscribe the CMR Resource which he is experience.
In this mode, CMR Enabler may be needs to handle new instruction in communication processing (e.g. call flow).
Offline copy:
People subscribe a CMR Resource when he is viewing other user’s CMR Library on the portal.

In this mode, CMR Enabler just needs to provide a Open API to external entity.

PREC-006 is about Real-time copy and RESM-014 is about offline copy. So there is no overlap between these two requirements.
