(Informative)

5.1 Media Recorder
5.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case describes a scenario where user A wants to send packet switched media (e.g. video) to user B but the user B is not available. Instead of rejecting the communication attempt the user B’s network uses Media Recorder to store the content from user A.
5.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· Users: Mike, John.

· Operators and service providers using messaging infrastructure: media recorder, network folder, user preferences, notification engine
5.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Media reaches users who are currently not registered to the network (e.g. IMS)

· The used service, enhanced by a "Media Recorder" enables users to initiate a media sessions even if the Invited User is currently unavailable.

· As the used service becomes more attractive to end-users through this feature the service provider may attract more customers.
5.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· One of the Participants is registered to network and can initiate a media session 

· Media Recorder has put itself into the SIP signaling path 

5.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· Media message is ready for John to view/browse when he next time registers to the network (e.g., IMS).
5.1.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· Mike works for an interior design company. He is visiting a design show, and has found something interesting. He decides to call his colleague, John.
· Mike reaches John on his mobile, but John is just leaving the office. He would still like to see what Mike is talking about.
· John: “Ah, I’m out of PS coverage as I left my office building. Record the video anyway, the service will send it to my e-mail.”

· Mike opens his camera slide to activate a live video sharing session. 

· Media Recorder application in network records Mike’s media transmission.
· The application in network looks John’s preferences and notices that John wants to have media delivered to him as e-mail
· John: “I’ll call you back in few secs, just got an email with the clip to my mobile.” 

· John views Mike’s clip and calls him back

· John: “This looks really good.  Why don’t you set-up a meeting with the designer right away”
5.1.6 Alternative Flow (legacy)

Alternatively, John may have preference that media (e.g. audio,video,text) clips or any incoming message is forwarded to him media (e.g. audio,video,text) on MMS or as an URL pointing to the media (e.g. audio,video,IM) clip. 

Mike may also want to publish the media (audio,video,text) clip to his blog accessible to the employees of his company. In this case all the employees are notified that a new blog entry is added.
