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1 Reason for Contribution

There seems to be several confusions on what the CPM will be. Most contributions so far describes, intentionally or unintentionally, as the client-server model. However, the requirements should not impose any restrictions or implications to the reader of the RD on what the real existence will be, unless clear decision is made. This contribution tries to provide solution.
2 Summary of Contribution

Let's use the term "CPM enabler".
If the RD focuses on the user-terminal/device issues, then it can be "CPM-enabled terminal/device".

If the RD focuses on the network/service provider which is not explicitly visible to the user, then it can be "CPM-enabled network/service provider".

Such use also take the advantage not to mix (confuse) the entire "services" in terms of user's perspective and the building block which an enabler stands for.
3 Detailed Proposal

Basically CPM enabler is expressed as "CPM enabler" which is not specific to any (architectural) model.

If the RD focuses on the user-terminal/device issues, then it can be "CPM-enabled terminal/device".

If the RD focuses on the network/service provider which is not explicitly visible to the user, then it can be "CPM-enabled network/service provider".

Example-1:

· The CPM enabler MUST be able to offer seamless switching between IM and PoC.

· A CPM-enabled terminals and devices SHALL be able to delegate each other.
· A CPM-enabled service provider SHOULD advertise its advantage over nothing.

Example-2: if this proposal is applied to some parts in OMA-REQ-CPM-2006-0026-INP_CPM_Multidevices_DynamicSessionModification. (not necessarily mean this contribution supports #0026)

Q: Is "CPM" in "CPM messages" required?
