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1 Reason for Change

In last CC, the Use Case about centralized storage is agreed. But I think there is another scenario should be considered. The user could send messages which contain the user’s history messages or contents link. The receiver could access the user’s history messages or contents. It gives the user more choice. Especially when the message or contents size are big it is convenience for the user.

This contribution aims at providing such alternative flow use cases for the network-based storage.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.6.11 Alternative flow – history messages share management

1. Bob just came back from holidays and wants to share some pictures with Alice. 

2. Bob composes a CPM message adding some text (e.g. a short subject and some body text) and attaching the most beautiful pictures he took, selects Alice from his contacts list and then sends the message.

3. Alice's CPM system checks Alice's profile for availability and user’s preferences and for the device(s) that should receive the message, and then sends Bob's CPM message to Alice on her PC.

4. Alice has set her preferences so that Alice's CPM system stores Bob's message in Alice's network-based storage in the CPM Service Provider domain. 

5. Alice is amazed by Bob's pictures and wants to discuss with him about his holidays. She initiates a CPM session to have a text conversation with him by interacting with the CPM system from her PC.

6. Bob is notified of the incoming request and accepts the CPM session request. Bob and Alice start their conversation.

7. During the conversation, Bob decides to send some videos to Alice.

8. Alice has set her preferences to store the conversation history with all the exchanged content such as Bob's videos on her network-based storage in the CPM Service Provider domain. The conversation history and the videos are stored on Alice's network-based storage.

9. Few days later, Alice is having a text conversation with her friend Claire about Bob's holidays. She would like to share her Bob's videos that are of interest for Claire.

10. Alice accesses the videos on her network-based storage in the CPM Service Provider domain.

11. Alice requests the CPM system to send the videos’ link to Claire within the current CPM session. Alice is also able to request the retrieval of these videos to have a local copy on her PC. Alice is also able to request to send to Claire the conversation history link of her discussion with Bob including the videos.

12. Claire receives the message containing the link and clicks the link and sees the videos. Then he continues the conversation with Alice.

13. Alice wants to show to Claire how Bob described his holidays. She composes a message and adds the link of her history conversation messages with Bob. Then she accesses her history conversation messages in her network-based storage in the CPM Service Provider domain to add the link. She can request the CPM system to download a preview her corresponding history messages stored in her network-based storage to help her choose.

14. Alice requests the CPM system to send the message with the link so that Claire is able to access their conversation history.
15. Claire can choose to store the content about Alice’s conversation with Bob in her network-based storage or download the content into her local device.
