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1 Reason for Change

When CPM user receives the message, user may have some options on receiving and storing the message. For instance, user may want to store the content of message on network-based storage, and receive the notification on device, also user may want to receive the content of message on device and not to store the message on network-based storage. In another case, user may want to receive the content of message on device and also store the message on network-based storage. And when user is not available in current network, user may want store the message on network-based storage and receive the notification when user registers on current network again. All these receiving ways can be implemented according to user's preferences and/or operator's settings. This contribution provides requirements to identify these use cases.
