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1 Reason for Change

The definition for CPM Message that is currently in the RD seems to suggest that a CPM message can also contain continuous media. In our opinion is a message always a discrete item, which prohibits the inclusion of continuous media. Therefore a modification of the CPM Message definition is proposed. At the same time the concept of CPM Stream is introduced to not lose the concept of continuous media. The definition of CPM Session is updated to cover both CPM Messages and CPM Streams.
Another beneficial side-effect of the proposal is that it allows for the CPM enabler to introduce discrete messages and continuous media streams in different phases of CPM.

R01 handles a comment received offline.

R02 handles comments received during the Shenzhen meeting, and takes contribution OMA-REQ-CPM-2006-0143R01 into account. It also adds a supporter.

3.2 Definitions

	CPM Service
	A service (see [OMA-DICT]) that enables an end-user access to the CPM Enabler's functionality.

	Non-CPM Messaging Service
	A legacy messaging service (e.g. (fixed-line) SMS, (fixed-line) MMS, IMPS) or an other (e.g. Internet-based) messaging service.

	CPM Message
	Information of a discrete nature that is sent to one or more recipients. A CPM Message can contain several discrete media types (e.g. text, images, audio-clips, video-clips). A CPM Message can be sent either by an end-user using his/her device or by an application.

	CPM Message Thread
	Set of CPM messages that due to common characteristics may be considered as part of the same conversation (e.g. same subject and participants)

	CPM Stream
	Information of a continuous nature sent to one or more recipients. A CPM stream can only contain one continuous media at the same time. A CPM stream can be initiated either by an end-user using his/her device or by an application.

	CPM Session
	Exchange of information where the senders and recipients join together for a period of time. The information can be exchanged via a series of CPM Messages, via any number of CPM streams, or by combinations thereof. The CPM session is established at some moment in time, continues for a finite duration and then is dissolved. The CPM Messages and CPM Streams exchanged are associated together in the context of the CPM session.

	CPM Address
	A CPM address identifies a CPM User or a CPM Group. The CPM address can be used by one CPM User to request communication with other CPM Users. A CPM user can have multiple CPM addresses. Note: a CPM Address may reuse address-types that already exist for other services.

	CPM Service Provider (CPM SP)
	A service provider that offers the CPM service to his users.

	CPM Service Provider domain
	The domain of the service provider that offers the CPM service to his users.

	CPM System
	The entire set of elements that the CPM Service Provider has to deploy to provide the CPM Service.

	CPM User
	An end-user that has access to the CPM Service.

	CPM Group
	A CPM Pre-defined Group or a CPM Ad-hoc Group.

	CPM Pre-defined Group
	A pre-defined group of CPM Addresses that is separately identified via a single persistent CPM Address.

	CPM Ad-hoc Group
	A group of CPM Addresses temporarily linked together and that is not separately identified via a single persistent CPM Address.
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
