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1 Reason for Change

For group communication there is scenario like this: one member of a pre-defined group could not attend the group communication for some reasons. But he wants to delegate other person who is not a member of the group to attend this group communication. The delegated person could attend the group communication instead of consignor and other members of the group could get information about the delegation.
R01 receive comments from Shenzhen interim meeting. Wording change from “entrustment” to “delegation” and give a use case about delegation. 
And we consult PAG guys for XDM delegation. In XDM, delegation is used to allow other user to manage XDM document on behalf of the owner. XDM delegation does not concern the service delegation described in this contribution, so we think CPM should support delegation function in CPM domain.
R02 receive some comments from email.
R03 receive some comments in Washington meeting and some comments from email

· Modify step 5 and 6

Change 1:  Add Delegation Use Case to CPM enabler
5.10 Delegation in group communication
5.10.1 Short Description
This use case describes a scenario where Alice, Bob, David and Carol are in a pre-defined group. They plan to have a conference to discuss the schedule of the holiday in next month in the afternoon over a messaging session. In the morning Bob’s boss asks him to follow another important meeting. So Bob delegates Frank, who is Bob’s brother but not a member of the pre-defined group, to join the messaging session.
5.10.2 Actors
· Pre-defined group include: Alice, Bob, David, Carol.
· Frank is not a member of the pre-defined group
· Alice is a moderator of the pre-defined group
· Service provider
5.10.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

5.10.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits to the users are:

· Users can extend the conference invitation to someone who is currently not a member of the pre-defined group.

5.10.3 Pre-conditions

Alice, Bob, David, Carol and Frank's devices are associated with the CPM system.
5.10.4 Post-conditions

Frank joins the messaging session as the delegate of Bob.
5.10.5 Normal Flow
1. Alice, Bob, David and Carol plan to have a conference to discuss the schedule of the holiday in next month at 2:00PM over a messaging session. In the morning unexpectedly Bob’s boss asks him to join another important conference, accidentally.
2. Since Bob cannot be at the conference, Bob extends the invitation to Frank to replace him at the conference with Alice, David and Carol.
3. Frank receives the delegation request sent by Bob
4. Frank accepts the delegation request.

5. The CPM enabler requests the moderator, Alice whether Frank can join the conference with them on behalf of Bob.
6. Alice agrees that Frank can join the conference on behalf of Bob.
7. Frank joins the conference session at 2:00 PM
8. Alice, David and Carol also join the conference session at 2:00PM
5.10.6 Alternative Flow

1. If Frank is busy also or do not want to join the messaging session, he can reject the delegation request.
2. The CPM enabler can decide whether Bob has the delegation right according to the group settings or service provider’s policies.
3. The CPM enabler may not send the notification to other members of the pre-defined group according to the group settings or service provider’s policies.
4. If the moderator of the pre-defined group, Alice, rejects the delegation request, Frank can not attend the conference on behalf of Bob.

5. Other members of the pre-defined group can get the information of the delegation.
5.10.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements
A user can delegate someone outside (not existing in the group) of the pre-defined group to join the conference.
Service provider should support the delegation function.
