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1 Reason for Contribution

In the current solution, display names of the sender and recipient(s) included in a message are provided by the sender or automatically by the system if not provided. There by making them (Display name) meaningless for the recipient. For example, display name shown in Chinese are not understandable for Americans.
This contribution proposes to enhance the readability of display names by converting them at the recipient server according to the recipient’s settings.
For example:

Example 1:

A CPM user “San Zhang” (written in Chinese: “张三”) sends a deferred message to another CPM user Bob with the following display name and  address: “张三” <sip: wizard1234@xxx.com>

· (Currently) Bob, who receives the message with the above display name and address, is unable to figure out who the sender is. He needs to search manually through his contact list to find out that the message comes from “San Zhang”.

· (With the proposal) The CPM enabler goes through Bob’s contact list and finds the following entry: “San Zhang” <sip: wizard1234@xxx.com>. As the match is found, the CPM enabler converts the display name with the display name found in his contact list. Bob understands that the message comes from “San Zhang”.

Example 2:

Two CPM users, John Smith and Jason Smith both send a message to another CPM user Bob with the following display names and addresses:

“jsmith@yyy.com” 
<sip: jsmith@yyy.com>

“J Smith” 
<sip: js0307@zzz.com>

· (Currently) Bob has difficulty to remember which address belongs to whom each time he receives a message from one of them. He needs to search in his contact list to find it out.

· (With the proposal) The CPM enabler searches through Bob’s contact list and converts the above display names with the following entries:

“John”
<sip: jsmith@yyy.com>

“Jason”
<sip: js0307@zzz.com>

To provide further discrimination, some additional information could be provided, e.g. the company name of the sender, such as:

“John / company A”
<sip: jsmith@yyy.com> (e.g. “John” who comes from “company A”)

“Jason / company B”
<sip: js0307@zzz.com> (e.g. “Jason” who comes from “company B”)

Contact lists may be locally available or accessible through other existing enablers, e.g. XDMS.
