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1 Reason for Contribution

The current RD does not have requirements about expiry time of messages in CPM. This is a concept that already exists in existing messaging services like MMS, so should also be included in CPM to ensure a proper convergence of user experiences.
Given the fact that the term “deferred message” raised a lot of confusions about its meaning in the past presentations, the authors opted to address this specific issue in a separate contribution (cf. OMA-REQ-CPM-2007-0034-CR_Deferred_message_definitions.doc). This version R02 cancels therefore the changes made in the R01 (which proposed new definitions about “deferred message”) and rewords the requirements solely considering messages associated with an expiry time.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes new requirements related to the expiry time of messages in CPM. The requirements illustrate the general usage of the expiry time along with additional mechanisms that can improve the user experience related to it.
