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1 Reason for Change

The CPM has the Presence requirement that the CPM enabler SHALL reuse appropriate features from the Presence standard (CPM-PRS-004). This contribution provides one Presence feature which is useful in CPM. The CPM user may has the requirements to set different values of presence attributes to different group of users in CPM user’s contact lists, therefore the CPM enabler should provide a mechanism for the CPM user to set different  values of presence attributes for the specific group of users or single user in his/her contact lists.

5.10 Presence
5.10.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use-case describes how the different values of presence attributes are disseminated to different group of users or single user in user’s contact list.
5.10.2 Actors

Jim – has three groups of users in his contact list, one for colleagues, one for family and one for friends. He doesn’t want to be disturbed by users not in his work group of his contact list while working.
Work group – contains his colleagues in his company and partners related to his work.
Family group –contains all members of his family. 
Friend group –contains his friends.

Annie ​ – belongs to the friend group of Jim.
Bob –belongs to the work group of Jim.
5.10.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

Jim would like to set the different values of presence attributes for different group in his contact list while working. He sets the value of presence attributes with “busy” for his friend group to avoid being disturbed by his friends, but sets the value of presence attributes with “online” for his work group to discuss some issues with his colleagues.
Annie would like to see Jim’s presence status.
Bob would like to see Jim’s presence status.
5.10.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

Jim is able to choose the proper time to communicate with different persons in his contact list.   
5.10.3 Pre-conditions

Jim has three groups of users in his contact list, one for colleague, one for family and one for friends.

Jim is working in his company now and he doesn’t want to be disturbed by users not included in his work group of his contact list.
Jim sets the value of presence attributes with “busy” for his friend group, but sets the value of presence attributes with “online” for his work group.
5.10.4 Post-conditions

Bob can communicate with Jim to discuss issues related to work at any moment when seeing the presence status of Jim is “online”.
Annie wants to share some interesting things with Jim or ask Jim for something not urgent, but doesn’t want to disturb Jim when seeing the presence status of Jim is “busy”, so she chooses another time when Jim is online to communicate with him.
Jim can discuss the issues of work with Bob in time and share some interesting experiences with Annie after work.
5.10.5 Normal Flow

1. Jim is working now and he doesn’t want to be disturbed by anything except for the thing related to his work, so he sets the value of his presence attributes with “busy” for his friend group but set the value of presence attributes with “online” for his work group at the same time.

2. Bob wants to discuss the project just finished with Jim, so he needs to know the presence status of Jim to decide whether he could communicate with Jim now. When finding the presence status of Jim is “online” he communicates with Jim.
3. Jim talks with Bob in time to give his opinion on the project.  
4. Annie is in vacation now and she wants to ask Jim for something not urgent or share some interesting things with Jim, so she checks the presence status of Jim to know if Jim is free now. When finding the presence status of Jim is “busy” she decides to talk to Jim in evening when Jim is after work.
5. After work Jim changes the value of his presence attributes from “busy” to “online” for his friend group.
6. In the evening when Annie sees the change of Jim’s presence status she know Jim is free now, so she talks with Jim to share some interesting experiences with him and ask for some information needed at the same time.
