As we know there are tow kinds of group communications:  pre-defined group communication and ad-hoc group communication in the CPM enabler. 
The requirement of CPM-GRP-017 only mentions that the pre-defined group communications can be searched. CPM User may also want to search ad-hoc group communication from enhanced user experience’s point of view. For example, CPM User wants to search all ongoing group communications which subject is “Benz” before buying a car; however the user does not care about whether the group communication is pre-defined or ad-hoc. If CPM User just searches in the pre-defined group communication, he/she may miss some important ad-hoc group communication discussions.
With this reason, we propose to enhance CPM-GRP-0017.
