1 Reason for Change

This CR is to fulfil the action item CPM-2007-A008: “To introduce a global on-/off-switch for notifications as follow-up of 193R02”.
We should actually consider two aspects about notifications: controlling the reception of notifications and controlling the sending of notifications.
We believe that it should always be able to control the notifications a user wants to receive, so a global requirement about it is appropriate.

We cannot say the same about the sending of notifications: for example, it is not appropriate for a user to control the sending of notifications for messages he/she sends to a recipient. However there can be specific cases where it is appropriate. For example, if a user owns some media and decides to share them with another user, the owner should be able to control whether a notification about it is sent to the other user (see req. CPM-STOR-030)
Based on the above, this CR proposes a new requirement to control the reception of notifications and adapt existing requirements for controlling the sending of notifications when appropriate.
