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1 Reason for Change

RDRR comment A047 correctly points out that although XDM is mentioned as a Normative Reference, it is not referred to in normative sections. We believe that use of XDM is required to fulfil some of the requirements in the CPM RD and therefore the RD should be updated to adequately reflect this.

This CR closes Action CPM-2007-A024 assigned to the author.
