Requirement CONV-042 is related to requirement CONV-008.
CONV-008

A CPM User SHALL be able to associate a validity period with an invitation to a CPM Session he/she wants to send.
CONV-042

The CPM Enabler SHALL NOT allow the CPM Session to be started for a particular CPM User when that CPM User has not responded to an invitation within the associated validity period, or denies the invitation to start the CPM Session.

It should be obvious from CONV-008 that when invitation is associated with a validity period, invitation is valid only during the validity period. And if invited user does not respond during validity period, session shall not be started. Also, CONV-042 seems to also hint that CPM User can not be invited to the session later on if the first invitation expired or was rejected (comment A639). That should not be the aim of this requirement

CONV-042 does not seem to add any value but rather create confusion and should be removed.
