Comment: The definition of CPM enabler is problematic: it still does not tell us what  it is. What is convergence of end user communication services experience.

Proposed Change: 

Define it as: CPM enabler: OMA enabler that exposes converged IP messaging capability over IP.

Add a definition of converged messaging over IP like (to be done by WG): capability to send or receive any type of multimedia messages or stream on IP networks as well as to other messaging channel via interworking.

Interworking should be defined too.

The existing definition of “CPM Enabler” in the RD is as follows: 

“Collection of functionalities that aim to provide convergence of end user communication services experience, while Interworking with legacy services.”

The RDRR comments against this definition range from editorial to substantial with respect to content.  A fair amount of discussion has taken place on the mailing list and in a face to face meeting (Frankfurt) regarding this CR.  A summary can be given as follows.

The term “Inter-working” is not currently defined within OMA.  It appears early discussions took place on the concepts of inter-working and interoperability within the CPM group.  

Although basic definitions of interworking exist in Britannica and Merriam-Webster: (http://www.britannica.com/dictionary?va=interworking&query=interworking and http://www.m-w.com/dictionary/interworking respectively), the following definition found in several sources on the web is more appropriate:

Interworking: Systems or components, possibly from different origins, working together to perform some task.  Interworking depends crucially on standards to define the interfaces between the components.  The term implies that there is some difference between the components which, in the absence of common standards, would make it unlikely that they could be used together.  For example, software from different companies, running on different hardware and operating systems can interwork via standard network protocols.
At this time, the author recommends to not attempt to formally define the term inter-working.  

To resolve the RDRR comments, leverage the definition of the Enabler term from the OMA dictionary, and align with the acceptance of OMA-REQ-CPM-2007-0302R02-CR_RDRR_A074_to_A080bis_Non_CPM_Messaging_Service_Definition, the proposal was to change the definition as follows:
“An Enabler (see [OMA-DICT]) that aims to provide convergence of end user communication service experiences, while interworking with Non-CPM Communication Services.”
When OMA-REQ-CPM-2007-0144R01-CR_CPM_Enabler_Definition_and_Interworking [A063-A066] was discussed on the 07/04/07 conference call, the group decision was to delete the definition.
