Change 2:  Section 6.1.1 Conversation
There is a series of requirements on “CPM Group Sessions” that may apply to all kinds of 1:1 sessions or conversations as well. In our review comment A522, we expressed a need to change CONV-019, 020, 021, 022, 024, 027, 028. These requirements are shown below as in the RD dated 20070330. 
Reconsidering the topic, we believe that only CONV-027 and CONV-028 need to be changed as outlined below.
	CPM-CONV-019
	The CPM Enabler SHALL allow for anonymous participation in a CPM Group Session depending on the CPM Group and operator policies.

	CPM-CONV-020
	The CPM Enabler SHOULD allow CPM User to use a pseudonym as the user identity when participating anonymously in CPM Group Session depending on the CPM Group and operator policies.

	CPM-CONV-021
	The CPM Enabler SHOULD provide the CPM User with a mechanism to negotiate or reserve a unique pseudonym for a CPM Group Session. 
	CPM V1.0

	CPM-CONV-022
	The CPM Enabler MAY provide the CPM User a mechanism to change the pseudonym during a CPM Group Session.
	CPM V1.0

	CPM-CONV-024
	The CPM Enabler SHOULD provide a possibility for CPM Users to use different pseudonyms in different CPM Group Sessions.

	CPM-CONV-027
	The CPM Enabler MAY allow a Principal with appropriate privileges to join a CPM Conversation  in a "hidden mode"; that is, his/her presence in the communication and identity are not to be disclosed to other participants.

	CPM-CONV-028
	A Principal who has joined a CPM Conversation in “hidden mode” SHALL have to disclose his/her presence and some form of identity (including anonymity) to the other participants before being allowed to send CPM Messages and/or Continuous Media within the CPM Conversation.

A fallout of this exercise is that we stumbled over many occurrences of “group session” and a few occurrences of “group communication” in the RD. After the terminology cleansing work in San Francisco, the term “session” was restricted to scenarios where continuous media are exchanged. Therefore, we propose to replace the term “CPM Group Session” to the broader term “CPM Conversation” wherever appropriate. If the group agrees, the author is willing to bring a corresponding bug fix CR.
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
