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1 Reason for Change

In reviewing the RD, I found out there is no specific requirement for message delivery notification which is supported in OMA SIMPLE IM. We do have a related requirement in section 6.1.7 as follow:
	CPM-MLD-003
	If the CPM User sending a CPM Message requests a delivery and/or read report, the CPM Enabler SHALL send him/her, if authorized by the message recipient, the delivery and/or read report to all or a subset of the devices on which the CPM User is registered dependent upon the user's preferences and/or operator's settings.
	CPM V1.0


That describes how the delivery notification message should be handled in a multi-devices environment.

This CR introduces a new requirement for message delivery notification to be included in section 6.1.1 “Stand-alone Messaging” sub-section to complement CPMP-MLD-003.
