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1 Reason for Change

The intent of this contribution is to address the task assigned to Comverse at the Bangkok REQ CPM meeting to bring an alternative CR to address their concerns regarding the change of name and definition of the Non-CPM Messaging Services term as proposed in OMA-REQ-CPM-2007-0302R01-CR_RDRR_A074_to_A080bis_Non_CPM_Messaging_Service_Definition, i.e.  

From: 

Non-CPM Messaging Service: A pre-existing messaging service (e.g. (fixed-line) SMS, (fixed-line) MMS, IMPS) or an other (e.g. Internet-based) messaging service.

To:

Non-CPM Service: A service which the CPM Enabler interworks with (e.g. SMS,  MMS, IMPS Internet-based) messaging service, email.  
This contribution summarizes Comverse’s current concerns associated with changing the Non-CPM Messaging definition, proposes a recommendation, and details any changes.

5 Recommendation

Comverse recommends that the REQ-CPM-AHG consider the attached presentation and provide any feedback to the recommendations contained therein.  The specific topic of the scope and realization of the CPM Voice and Video Over IP (V2oIP) functional features as summarized in this presentation was socialized with several companies during the Bangkok meeting prior to the presentation of this CR.  
This CR now provides a forum for the broader REQ-CPM-AHG to review and discuss the presentation.  All feedback on the original recommendations thus far has been “agreement in principal”.  Note: three slides proposing architectural options for integrating IP telephony application concepts into the CPM framework were deleted as the current discussion focuses requirements.
In addition to the attached presentation, there is a concern that the proposed term and definition in OMA-REQ-CPM-2007-0302R01-CR_RDRR_A074_to_A080bis_Non_CPM_Messaging_Service_Definition is so broad that it includes essentially any existing service.  
Finally, the reasoning behind the omission of the existing OMA SIMPLE IM and PoC services from the sample list has been unclear.  Inter-working between the CPM Services, and OMA SIMPLE IM and PoC services seems logical and in scope, and thus should be in the sample list. 

Based on the feedback to this presentation and the above concerns, this CR proposes the changes as detailed in Section 6 CPM-2007-0302R01-CR_RDRR_A074_to_A080bis_Non_CPM_Messaging_Service_Definition.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

1. Change the existing definition in 
Non-CPM Communication Service: A communication service with which the CPM Enabler interworks (e.g. SMS, MMS, IMPS, IM, PoC, Internet-based messaging, email, VoIP, Video-over-IP).
2. Add the following statements to the normative section of either the RD or AD:
The CPM Enabler recognizes the existence of current standards-based communication services (messaging, telephony, etc), and SHALL re-use through reference as appropriate the associated supporting specifications from OMA, 3GPP, 3GPP2, IETF, TISPAN, etc.
