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1 Reason for Change

Due to a lot of last minute changes and online editing during the Seoul meeting we overlook that some left requirements are now formulated in a misleading way for CAB. After renumbering requirement CAB-003, CAB-008, CAB-013 seem to take care about the same issues. Managing contacts (own info and contacts info)
	CPM-CAB-003
	The CAB SHALL allow a CPM User to store, manage and access the personal information of his/her contacts (“contact information”), including information such as:

· Full name
· Display name

· Addresses (e.g. CPM Address, email address, phone number, SIP address, home address)

· Basic personal data (e.g. birth date, description, gender, height) 

· Extended personal data (e.g. areas of expertise, avatars data, hobbies, interests, photo or video data, title)
· Web resources (e.g. homepage url, weblog url, publications url)
· Organisational data (e.g. business category, department name, job title, alternative contact or agent)

CAB-003 mainly defines the type of data we have to expect. This applies to his personal contact data as well as to his contacts data. (Store, manage and access is also mentioned) 
We think it is better to separate the managing part as the kernel of CAB-003 is the data structure.
	CPM-CAB-008
	The CPM Enabler SHALL allow the CPM User to manage (e.g. add/change/delete) his own personal contact information and to share it (either completely or partially) with other authorized users.

CAB-008 “allows managing” (again) his personal contact information where sharing and authorizing others is the really new topic.

	CPM-CAB-013
	The CAB SHOULD provide the CPM User with the ability to organize his contacts.

CAB-013 allows organizing his contacts? We expect that the usage of categories of contacts was meant here. Therefore we propose same small changes to reflect this more clearly.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Accepting the proposed changes should simplify readability as it tries to separate data formats definition from different usage.

Hopefully a good start of requirements for the proposed new WID on CAB.
