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1 Reason for Change

This scenario is one of the basic and important use scenarios what CPNS can provide. We would like to clarify the scope of CPNS and extract out some significant requirements to realize it.

Some explanations about why we need PN registration:


According to the definition of PN at OMA-RD-CPNS-V1_0-20090220-D:

	Personal Network (PN)
	A collection of devices available to one specific user to consume and produce services. All devices within a PN can be linked to an individual. A PN is a non-static collection and will vary over time.

There are two levels of a PN: 

1. The device level, meaning all devices to which one person has access at a certain given time.

2. The services level, meaning all services that can successfully be accessed and consumed by one person at a given time. These services are provided to and from devices in the PN. 


We can see that PN is “a collection of devices available to one specific user” and “All devices within a PN can be linked to an individual”. That means one specific PN belongs to one specific user and different users have different PNs, so if we do not register PN at CPNS server then how to know one PN belongs to which user and how to distinguish different PNs.  

That’s why we need PN registration.
