A PN gateway device (mobile phone) which is located between the cellular network and the WPAN is connecting to the multiple PN devices at the same time. The PN gateway receives different kinds of service requests from multiple PN devices and sends it to the CPNS server. The CPNS server distinguishes the source between the data received and provides services/contents connecting appropriate application servers. The PN gateway delivers the received data to the different destinations (PN devices).
