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1 Reason for Change

This document requests a number of enhancements to the CPNS RD, in terms of additional use cases and associated requirements, which would help sharpen up some aspects of the work, and provide a better basis for elaborating solutions in the architecture work.

Change 2:  Introduce the use case “Dynamic capabilities information” in Appendix B.8: 

a. Use case: Dynamic Capabilities Information
i.  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

In this use case, the user changes the configuration of her device. The change is automatically propagated to the CPNS Serve-side Enabler, which forwards it to other parties.

· Alice wants to play movies in the new 4D format on her PMP (a PNE). 

·  She requests a movie from the Content Server. 

·  The Content Server discovers (from the CPNS server) that she does not have that capacity, yet she could upgrade her device. 

·  The CPNS Server informs Alice about this, and requests whether she wants to perform the upgrade. 

·  When Alice accepts, the DM Enabler performs the upgrade. 

·  After the upgrade is completed, the PMP notifies the CPNS Server that it has been updated

·  The CPNS Server notifies the Content Server

·  The Content Server delivers the content as per the original request

ii. Market benefits

Dynamic capabilities upgrades enable automatic adaptation of services when the devices change. This leads to greater user satisfaction, which in turn leads to greater sales of devices, services, and connectivity.
