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1 Reason for Contribution

In the Boston CPNS meeting, INP about DRM issues in CPNS (OMA-CD-CPNS-2009-0027-INP_Delivery_of_copyright_protected_contents_in_CPNS) was presented. The INP proposed the necessity of DRM conversion between various DRMs to allow PNE:s which can not support various DRMs to consume contents independent of DRM used.

As some CPNS members suggested in the meeting, the INP was also presented in DRM WG meeting because they were proposing related WI: DRM2.2 which includes “Export of OMA DRM protected content to the DLNA environment and other @home networks”.
This input contribution aims to share the comments from DRM WG with CPNS members and trigger discussion on the possibility of joint meeting with DRM WG.
2 Summary of Contribution

    Main comments are as follows.
· It is difficult to standardize DRM conversion which supports any DRM technologies. Many commercial DRM technologies such as Microsoft’s Windows Media DRM and Apple’s FairPlay are proprietary (closed) and difficult to know their technical detail. Furthermore, whether to allow conversion from their DRMs to another one is decided based on their business strategies. Therefore, OMA DRM2.2 focuses on conversion from OMA DRM to another @home network DRM such as DTCP as they are standardized technologies. (comment from Vodafone who advocates “Export of OMA DRM protected content to the DLNA environment and other @home networks”)
· DRM WG and CPNS WG can have a joint meeting with CPNS in Singapore (comment from DRM Chair)

3 Detailed Proposal

Zhipeng(Huawei): How about the discussion in CPNS group. The scenario in this INP seems similar to one case in DRM WID2.2

  Yuichi: INP in CPNS is "noted". Most members agreed with the necessity of support for DRM contents in CPNS. However, as for DRM conversion, some members suggested the issues should be discussed in DRM WG.

  Bert(DRM Chair): Can take joint meeting with CPNS in Singapore discussing the use case.

  Maybe have some email discussion.

  Guido(Vodafone): The conversion maybe means mapping.

  Bert: Most DRM relative standards have closed so hard to discuss / know how to converge.
