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1 Reason for Change

During the CPNS RDRR, some comments are made. One of these comments mentions that more detailed requirements in CPNS context should be added which could make OMA DM WG understand what exactly is needed by CPNS WG. One of these comments mentions that examples of DM functionalities should be added in HLF-8.
This CR tries to address these comments to close corresponding Action Item AI 038.
One scenario with detailed requirement is proposed as follows.
Scenario 
Notification is a very important feature of DM. The DM (device management) server uses this notification capability to cause the client to initiate a connection back to the management server if the DM server wants to initiate device management. After that, some devices management will be performed (as the following picture). This notification (i.e. Pkg #0) could be delivered over WAP Push, OBEX, SIP PUSH or HTTP Push.
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In CPNS context, once the device joins the PN it will access the network through the PN GW which means the PNE could not receive notification without the particular help of PN GW.

With this, we would like to make the following suggestion.
