1 Reason for Change

In the current version of the DPE RD there is a normative appendix (Appendix B) which contains the properties which must be supported, at a minimum, by a conforming DPE Client. In recent discussions on conference calls, it was felt that the RD is too early to freeze this list of properties since it is envisioned that they may change between the RD and the final publication of the TS, due to factors including :
· Coordination with W3C’s DDWG continues. They have defined a list of “Top N Device Properties” which we have reviewed and commented on. There is the possibility that this review may result in modifications to the core DPE properties list.

· AD work is just starting. As we enter the AD phase, there is the possibility that issues may arise which are unforeseen at present, requiring us to consider new properties or re-consider existing ones on the list.

In view of the above, it is proposed that this list in the RD be made informative. The advantage to making it informative rather than deleting it outright is that it has illustrative value in helping a reader of the RD understand the concepts.
