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1 Reason for Contribution

Supporting groups to communicate using different services will become more and more popular. Up to now different services enablers are developed separately. To enable the reuse of privacy settings we need to differentiate between a common and a specific part of privacy setting that are part of today’s enablers (e.g. Location, Presence). 

2 Summary of Contribution

Group communication could be enhanced significantly by using the GPM to control the communication means on a time or location or manual basis. Groups that meet for an event (e.g. mountain tour) need support in roaming and in inter operator case. The GPM WI could deliver a basis that enables the interoperation needed for seamless service delivery.   
3 Detailed Proposal

Use Case: Group Event
5.1 Group Event support

As we all know the usage of groups will become more and more popular. This use case presents one example how groups can be used for situations where an event is supported via communication means

A group event could be enhanced significantly by supporting the group members during different phases 

(like:
Preparation for the event,  

Identifying the participants of the event,

Support during the transport to the event starting point,

Support during the event is running,

Support to return home,

Share information collected during the event(Audio/Video/Foto),

Prepare next event)

of an event.(E.g. mountain tour) During those phases different communication means get usage permission automatically (time, location) or manually by group members. Since the group support is only active during the event life time and might change over different phases the GPM controls the communication means permission settings and group membership accordingly. Typically different phases of such an event could be controlled by time plan of the event or location of the event participants. Additionally some (may be all) group members could switch between different phases manually to adopt the communication means of the group.

5.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

As long as privacy setting needs manual input by group participants a success to use new services for an event will not happen. 
Switching between different services will become popular only if privacy settings are handled equally between different operator domains. 
Manual interaction with the permission system could be limited by allowing some participants to setup the permission for all group members and all communication means at once. Due to the relations between group individuals there is a level of trust enabling some members to act on behalf of others. 
Switching between different permissions due to event phases could be done automatically via GPM for consistent changes for all involved users and operators and services supported during different phases.
5.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

Users:

Quick and easy setup and usage of different (IM, PoC, Voice Call, Presence, Location…) services supported during all phases of the event. Different event phases imply different needs for communication means controlled via permissions that could be changed automatically or manually.

Operators:

Groups become a multiplier for new services since all members could be addressed equally by active members and are challenged to participate in the communication means selected by the initiator. 

5.1.3 Pre-conditions
Setup an event by choosing a template that matches best the event format from a schedule perspective
(Organizer)

The group of mobile users was aggregated for that event. 





(Organizer)
The group accepted that some individuals are allowed to act on behalf of others.



(All members)

The group acknowledges the settings done by the Group Representative




(All members)

The status of permissions between the group members is stored for reuse when the event is over

(Operator)

5.1.4 Post-conditions
When all lifetimes of all communication means of the event are over, permissions of group members get the normal permission status restored automatically.

5.1.5 Normal Flow

1) Organizers meet to discuss some proposals to be decided with former participants and some newbie 


(expect to use communication means: Voice calls, IM…)
2) Information about the tour proposals are distributed e.g. via (mobile) email for feedback 



(expect to use communication means: Voice calls, IM, POC, mobile Email…)
3) Participant list contains all group members expected to participate in the event (e.g. mountain tour) 




(expect to use communication means: Voice calls, IM, POC, mobile Email…)
4.1) Transport is arranged individually but needs coordination where mobile support is very pleasant. 


(expect to use communication means: Voice calls, IM, POC, Location, mobile Email…)
4.2) Emergency case like (car breakdown, some key pieces of tour equipment where forgotten,…) could be solved at first within the group 












(expect to use communication means: Voice calls, IM, POC, mobile Email, Location…)

5) Some members reached the starting point of the event (e.g. mountain tour) 





(expect to use communication means: Voice calls, IM, POC, mobile Email, Location…) 

Questions arise like: 

Where are the others?
How long we have to wait for them? 
Is there something meaningful to do in the meantime? (Shopping for food, beverages, get local information about event details,…)

7) Event is running

(expect to use communication means: Voice calls, IM, POC, Location…)
8) Going home by transportation 


(expect to use communication means: Voice calls, IM, POC, mobile Email, Location…)

9) Share content of event (links to Pictures, Audio, Video Samples)

(expect to use communication means: Voice calls, IM, Download of Information…)

10) Store list of participants from this year for reuse during next year search for participants

5.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

Due to group and permission setting support services could be started without forcing all group members to interact with the permission system.
Event(Concerts, Sports Events, …) support as known by event supporting internet sites(List of Bands/Player/Statistics, site information, parking spaces available, lift possibilities,…) make a big step to be used and also enhanced by users of mobile phones too.

Extracted new Requirements:

The GPM system SHALL allow permission changes for one user executed by another user or machine.

The GPM system SHOULD handle events and their different phases to enable the automatic permission changes to control related to phases.
The GPM system SHALL enable the automatic (location, time) and manual changes (done by Group Representative(s)) to permissions of configured services (e.g. IM, PoC, etc.) related to phases of an event.

The GPM system SHALL inform users about changes done to their permission settings performed by the group representative to setup communication means for different event phases.

The GPM system SHOULD store permission settings of a user before the automatic permission changes due to event phases are executed. 

The GPM system SHOULD restore permission setting of a user when the event lifetime is over.

The GPM system MAY inform the user about changes due to different phases of an event.

The GPM system MAY wait for acknowledge by the user before permission changes happen.
The GPM system SHALL log changes of permissions done automatically or manually by the Group Representative(s). (E.g. to inspect for misuse)
