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1 Reason for Contribution

Actually, the accepted HLF-29 in OMA-RD-GPM-V1_0-20060213-D is related to the role of ‘ask target’, especially for the case that multiple Ask Targets exist for the same ask rule. The ask target hasn’t been defined as a single role until recently, so at that time, the role of ‘permissions manager’ was used. The GPM RD (OMA-RD-GPM-V1_0-20060303-D) doesn’t include this requirement. This contribution proposes the clarified requirement again. This contribution also proposes a requirement about how the role of ‘Ask Target’ is provisioned.
