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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA-REQ-GPM-2006-0072-RDRR-A126-127-128-130-131-135-136-137 proposes changes to various requirements.
2 Summary of Contribution

To modify some of these requirements in a little different way than originally proposed by OMA-REQ-GPM-2006-0072-RDRR-A126-127-128-130-131-135-136-137
3 Detailed Proposal
Wrt the first proposed change in IC 0072 (resolution to ASK-1): "Permtypes-X: Among the types of rules supported by GPM there SHALL be a permissions rule type that results in a notification to the Target Attribute Requester if an Ask Request is sent.
"

I believe that a notification does not necessarily have to be a rule -type-. It can just be part of a description of a particular rule.

Thus I suggest to rephrase to:

"It should be possible to notify a Target Attribute Requestor when an ask request is sent" 

Wrt the 4th proposed change (rephrase of ASK-5): "The Target Attribute Requester SHALL be notified if the Ask Target is the same principal as the Target Attribute Consumer."

This requirement IMO mandates that a Target Attribute Requestor -always- is notified when the Ask Target is the same principal is the same principal as the Target Attribute Consumer. I think is too restrictive. I believe that it should/shall be possible to notify under such circumstances, but that it is not a mandate to always do so.

Thus I suggest to rephrase to:

"It shall be possible to notify a Target Attribute Requestor when the Ask Target is the same principal as the Target Attribute Consumer"

Wrt the proposed 7th change in IC 0072: “It SHALL be possible to have in the permission rules a type of rule that mandates that an Ask Request is first sent to the Ask Target before permissions is given to the release target attributes.”

I believe that such permissions rule is not necessarily a –type-. It can just be a rule. I suggest to remove the word “type”.
