This use case proposes the service subscription validation for a Content-based service.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.x Content-based service: Eyeshot

5.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

A mobile operator has created the “Eyeshot” service to provide online streaming service to users. The service includes several channels: MTV, Movie, Sports… … Users can select their favourite channels when they have subscribed to the service.

Sunny is a MTV fan. He’d like to watch MTV to kill time. Sunny is attracted by the “Eyeshot” service because  MTV Channel is in it.

5.x.2 Actors

· Sunny, a mobile user of local mobile operator (acts as the subscriber of the service).
· Mobile operator offering GSSM, Service Portal and the streaming enabler (acts as Service Provider).
5.x.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· Sunny
· Wants to use the “Eyeshot” service.
· is interested in MTV Channel in the service.
· Agrees to pay the bill of using the service.
· Mobile operator 

· Wants to offer the “Eyeshot” service to subscribers.
5.x.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· Sunny
· Easily watches MTV with his mobile terminal anywhere and anytime.
· Mobile operator 

· Easily delivers the streaming service to subscribers.
5.x.3 Pre-conditions
1. The mobile operator has developed the “Eyeshot” service application, and the service has been deployed in the streaming enabler. 
2. The mobile operator’s Service Portal provides the description of the  “Eyeshot” and an entrance of the service application.
3. GSSM obtains necessary configuration information (information of channels) about “Eyeshot” service. 
5.x.4 Post-conditions

Sunny enjoys the MTV Channel provided by the “Eyeshot” service.
5.x.5 Normal Flow
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Figure 1: Normal Flow 1 of the subscription for "Eyeshot" 

1. Sunny gets service description about the “Eyeshot” from the service portal, and finds that the MTV Channel is interesting. Therefore Sunny tries to subscribe to the service.  

2. Sunny’s subscription request with channel information is sent to GSSM via the service portal.
3. GSSM creates the subscription data with the content ID list that includes the ID of MTV Channel.
4. GSSM sends the subscription response to the service portal.
5. Service portal forwards the subscription response to Sunny.
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Figure x: Normal Flow 2 of the subscription validation for “Eyeshot” Service 

1. Sunny browses the Service Portal, and requests for the usage of MTV Channel.
2. The Service Portal sends a request to GSSM for validate the subscription.

3. GSSM checks the subscription information to make sure Sunny has subscribed to the service and the content ID requested is within the content ID list.
4. GSSM responds Service Portal indicating that the subscription is valid.
5. Service Portal transmits Sunny’ request to the streaming enabler.
6. Sunny enjoys the MTV Channel.
5.x.6 Alternative Flow: Subscription Invalid 
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Figure x+2: Alternative Flow of the subscription validation for “Eyeshot” Service
1. Sunny browses the Service Portal, and requests for the usage of Movie Channel.

2. The Service Portal sends a request to GSSM to validate the subscription.

3. GSSM checks the subscription information to find out that Sunny has subscribed to the service but the content ID is not within the content ID list.
4. GSSM responds Service Portal indicating the content ID error.
5. Service Portal reminds Sunny he needs adjust the configuration of channels.
