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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution provides a use case for the GSSM RD. 
2 Summary of Contribution

The process of charging while using a service is described by contribution 0038R02. This use case describes the process of charging for an existing service subscription.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.x Charging
5.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Charging for existing service subscriptions include following two cases:

(a) Charging for service subscription: When a subscriber subscribes to a service with a flat-rate (or a basic rate) for a period of time, e.g., one month, the subscriber will be charged the rate independent of using the service. In this case, the subscriber will be charged when the subscription is created or after the subscription existing for some time (depending on service provider/operator’s policy), with or without the process of using the service. The process is rather static than pay-per-use.

(b) Charging while using a service: the subscriber subscribes to a service which will charge the subscriber each time when the service is used. The process is relatively dynamic.
Note that the two cases are not conflicting; in fact there are joint charging policies combining the two cases. For example, operator/service provider can charge a subscriber when the subscriber is subscribed to a download service with a basic rate for non-busy time downloading; if the user wants to get the service contents in busy time, he/she is charged for extra fees for each download. 
This use case focuses on the first case (charging for service subscription) and describes the requirements of GSSM for supporting charging for service subscriptions.
5.x.2 Actors

· James, a mobile user of local mobile operator (acts as the subscriber of the service).
· Beijing Mobile Info, a Content Provider which owns the digital newspaper service applications (act as the 3rd party Service Provider of the service).
· Mobile operator offering GSSM and a service portal (acts as Service Provider).
5.x.3 Pre-conditions

· James is subscribed to a service provided by Beijing Mobile Info.
5.x.4 Post-conditions

· James is charged for his subscription to the service provided by Beijing Mobile Info.
5.x.5 Normal Flow
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Figure x: Charging for service subscription
1. Once James’s subscription to a service becomes a service subscription to be charged, i.e., James service subscription satisfies charging conditions set by the service provider (e.g., charging after a number of times for free using; charging after a preset period of time from when James subscribed to the service), GSSM requests charging entity to charge James.
2. Charging entity charges GSSM and returns a response to GSSM.
5.x.6 Alternative Flow
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Figure x: Charging for service subscription: Alternative Flow
1. Charging entity retrieves service subscriptions that need to be charged from GSSM.
2. GSSM return the list of service subscriptions to be charged (the returned service subscriptions satisfy the charging condition set by the service provider), where James’s subscription is included.
3. Charging entity charges James according to his subscription information given by GSSM.
