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1 Reason for Contribution

ARC group has submitted questions regarding the link between GSSM and CBCS to REQ-GSSM group (OMA-GSSM-2007-002-INP_ARC_questions_regarding_GSSM_and_CBCS).  This contribution presents a proposal of response to ARC group, for REQ-GSSM group review.

Questions from ARCH to GSSM working group regarding CBCS enabler:

a.
Does GSSM enabler provide functions to realise the subscription between the CBCS subscriber and the CBCS service ? if yes:

i.
What exactly are the functions provided by GSSM for this subscription to CBCS?

[REQ-GSSM]  These functions are described in the High-Level Functional (HLF) requirements list in section 6.1 of the GSSM RD.  In summary, GSSM offers: Dynamic manipulation of service subscription, Service subscription validation and Service subscription notification and confirmation.
ii.
what does it imply on the architecture of the CBCS enabler (need of a new interface ? What could be the link to the GSSM enabler? For which functions exactly?)
[REQ-GSSM]  Obviously the question of interfaces has not yet really been addressed at present REQ stage.  Focus of the GSSM AHG has been on requirements; and we would think ARC group will address the interfaces topic in due time.  However: looking at the current GSSM Requirements list, we would anticipate an interface offered to Enablers like CBCS for delegation of service subscription related functions; note that CBCS AD would not necessary need the addition of any new interface as the generic “Interfaces to Other Resources” (section 5.3.8.2 of OMA-AD-CBCS-V1_0-20070116-D) could for example be used for this purpose.
b.
How can a user specify for which services he wants to subscribe to CBCS enabler? And to allow or disallow the use of the content screening.
[REQ-GSSM]  The group received a similar question from BAC-CD group about Content Delivery service subscription and “Channels” activation/subscription.  We would propose the same behaviour for GSSM regarding CBCS Enabler:  GSSM will manage and validate subscription for the CBCS “service”, but the “activation” (or configuration) of content-screening for service A or B is generally let to CBCS Enabler responsibility, as a Service Preference.  The exception to this being: if the Service Provider operating the CBCS service decides that this “activation” is part of the Subscription Profile  -i.e. an element of the commercial agreement between the subscriber and the Service Provider.  In this case, GSSM manage this services “activation” as a subscription specific parameter.

This aspect is described in section 4.3 (Relationship between Subscription Profile and Service Preferences) of GSSM RD.
3.
Questions from ARCH to GSSM working group (broader view on subscription issues):

a.
How does GSSM plan to deal with the subscription needs from other OMA enablers? Has GSSM WG established a collaboration model with other WGs about how to deal with those needs? Some possible aspects of it:

i.
How work would be split between GSSM WG and other WGs? Requirements, specs, etc.
ii.
In case interaction is needed between GSSM enabler and other enablers to fulfil the subscription flows, which spec is going to reflect that (GSSM spec or enabler spec) ?
[REQ-GSSM]  Being a common Enabler, GSSM is for example comparable to Charging.  Therefore we anticipate similar type of documentation (best practices, whitepaper, etc..) to be released once the architecture stage and AD will be finalized.  We are interested in further discussing this point with the ARC group and collect comments; a possible approach is to keep on specific Liaison work as the one done with BAC-CD group earlier during the RD phase.
