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1 Reason for Change

Each subscription should have a “valid term”, which means the subscription will be valid for a certain period of time before it expires. . The valid term could be one day, one week or one month, depending on the service configurations. 

Within the valid term, subscription is valid and user can use the service. While the subscription expires, the subscription will become invalid and the user can not use the corresponding service any longer, except that he/she prolongs the valid term by renewing the service subscription.

The GSSM Enabler SHALL provide a mechanism to manage the valid term of the subscriptions. All of the active subscriptions stored in GSSM should be in valid term. When the subscription expires, there are two ways for GSSM to deal with the subscription:

1. GSSM triggers a notification to subscriber about the expiration. The subscriber then may choose to renew the subscription.
2. GSSM makes the subscription as invalid status. When user tries to access the service, GSSM will inform the requestor of subscription validation that the subscription is already overdue.
