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1 Reason for Contribution

Handset manufactures create products which will be saleable in many markets. One aspect of designing a product for multiple markets is to adjust the characteristics of the device for each market, this is referred to as Localization and Internationalization, depending on the type of adjustments made.  Internationalization is generally thought to be the ability to support multiple languages and character sets, localization includes changes in content, services or appearance based on the locale, owner, or service provider.

Changes to the primary language of a handset may result in changes to the look and feel of the user interface. There may also be circumstances where changing the primary language may be undesirable for either the owner or user of the mobile. Change of content or available default services may be desirable for a number of reasons, one being cultural sensitivities. For these reasons the scope of the LFC WID and/or the LFC Requirements specification should include addressing the impact on the user interface which Localization and/or Internationalization may cause.
2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution suggests the localization and internationalization of a mobile i.e. the changing of the primary language and/or content or services used on the mobile, and/or the main character set may include changes to the look and feel of the interface and should be included as part of the LFC work.
3 Detailed Proposal

Localization and Internationalization are aspects of the user interface that may be controlled by either the mobile user or mobile owner (carrier or enterprise) and should be included as part of the LFC work.
One example use case for Internationalization may be where an enterprise wishes to have certain information always conveyed to the user in a specific language, such as financial transactions, even when the user changes the primary language of the mobile to a language other than what the enterprise normally operates. In this example a managed object (or element of a managed object) can be defined to control the language being used on the mobile and the enterprise can override the setting of that managed object element to maintain communication in the language it desires.
An example of Localization may be changing the default games provided by the mobile, such as baseball for a US service provider and cricket for a UK service provider. 
4 Intellectual Property Rights

It is recommended the LFC group include Localization and Internationalization as part of the WID scope and include the following requirement in the LFC Overall System Requirements.
