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1 Reason for Change

The OMA ‘Requirements Best Practices’ document advises how dependent (conditional) requirements are represented.
(see section 5.10.1 of  http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/REQ/Permanent_documents/OMA-ORG-RequirementsBestPractices-V1_0-20060424-A.zip )

The document advises that the relation between the requirement’s conditionality and its dependent requirements needs to be provided by pointing to the dependent requirement via its label.
The current LFC RD indicates dependency by including the words “If remote Look and Feel management is supported,…”. This CR asks for these words to be replaced with the label of the parent “management” requirement, therefore replacing these words with “If the LFC enabler supports feature [LFC-HLFR-002],…”

Note that LFC-HLFR-002 is the requirement below;
