The customization n process is achieved by performing one or more LFC operations which may be carried out using a variety of enablers defined by OMA (examples may be OMA-DLOTA or OMA-DM) The customization process will enable deep customization of the device by providing a set of LFC element settings to be consumed on the device and by exposing those settings so that they can be managed by the appropriate Authorised Principals. It is envisaged that some of these parameters may be common across all devices whilst other parameters may be specific to a device. Existing solutions have been examined to identify new requirements necessary to fulfill the customization use cases. The LFC enabler will, where relevant and appropriate, reuse existing work in OMA.
Change 2:  Another change

The requirement below is a specific technology choice and suggest a specific technical solution that is not appropriate in a RD. This should be documented in the AD and the TS. We are therefore proposing to remove it-
