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1 Reason for Change

During last face to face meeting in San Francisco it was realized the need for the inventory operation in case remote management is used for Look and Feel customization of the users’ device,

This contribution closes an action point assigned in San Francisco and proposes a suitable definition for the inventory operation to be introduced in the definition section and then amongst the High Level Requirements.

3.2. Definitions

	Authorized Principal
	A Principal (see [OMA-DICT]) with permissions to perform specific action(s) and/or receive specific information

	Look and Feel
	Appearance and behavior of the device’s user interface.

	Look and Feel Customization
	Process by which all or part of a device’s Look and Feel is modified.

	Look and Feel Branding
	Look and Feel Customization performed by an actor (e.g. enterprise, network operator, manufacturer, service provider, etc) that results in the device being customized with the actor’s specific and proprietary Look and Feel.

	LFC Content Server
	An entity that supports the delivery of LFC content to an LFC enabled device

	LFC Element
	One characteristic of a device’s LFC (e.g. screen saver, incoming data message alert, ringtone per caller, etc).

	LFC Element Setting
	The combination of  LFC Element and LFC Element Value 

	LFC Package
	Group of customisation elements that are part of the device’s Look and Feel. This package is used by a Service Provider to describe part or the whole Look and Feel Customization of the device.

	LFC Operation
	An LFC operation is one of the following tasks: deliver, install, inventory, remove, update, query, activate and de-activate, permission setting

	LFC Deliver
	Is the act of transferring the LFC package to the Device

	LFC Install
	Is the act of applying LFC Packages to a device

	LFC Inventory
	Is the act of retrieving the list of installed LFC packages on a Device.

	LFC Remove
	Is the act of deleting existing LFC Packages from a Device

	LFC Update
	Is the act of changing a LFC Element Settings from a LFC Package

	LFC Query
	Is the act of reading a specific LFC Element Setting and/or LFC Package for a Device

	LFC Activate
	Is the act of making the LFC Element values from a LFC Package the ones that are used by the device

	LFC De-activate
	Is the act of changing LFC Element Settings from a LFC package to the default values.

	LFC Default value
	The LFC Element Setting which is specified for a particular device by an Authorised Principal.

	LFC Permission 
	Is the act of assigning rights to an Authorized Principal to perform LFC Operations on LFC Element Settings and/or LFC Packages

	Remote Management
	LFC Operations originating from an entity residing on the network to be performed on an LFC capable device

	Atomic
	Property that may be associated with a group of LFC Element Settings within an LFC package whereby the settings must all be applied together (or not at all)

	Lightweight LFC
	Set of LFC operations required for a minimum LFC implementation
