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1 Reason for Change

This CR aims to add a requirement to make it clear that when an LFC Element Setting is activated, the previous activated LFC Element Setting will be de-activated.

Also, this CR aims to add a requirement to mark the previous activated LFC Element Setting so that when the activated LFC Element Setting is deactivated or removed, the LFC Element Setting can be reverted to the previous active one.
