· User

· Service Provider

· LFC Management Server

5. Actor Specific Issues

· User: The user would like to have her device customised with trendy Look and Feel. 

· Service Provider: The service provider would like to have the LFC content loaded on many devices to increase brand visibility provided by that content and/or to collect increased revenues.

· LFC Management Server: The LFC Management Server issues and handles the commands in the service.  Note that the LFC Management Server can reside under different authorities, such as service provider itself or network operator

5. Actor Specific Benefits

· User: The user has her device customised with a new Look and Feel.

· Service Provider: Service provider may establish greater brand visibility and/or obtains revenue from being able to remotely customise the user’s device

5. Pre-conditions

· The device is able to establish a session with the LFC Management Server.

5. Post-conditions

· The device is customized with the desired content.

5. Normal Flow

1. User requests from the service provider the personalisation of the device with the desired customisation content.

2. Service Provider instructs LFC Management Server to establish a DM session with the device.

3. LFC Management Server issues a command to the device asking the user for confirmation before proceeding with the Look and Feel Customization process.

4. Once the user accepts, the LFC content is downloaded and installed in the device
