The requirement seems to say that a method to describe Element Settings is needed.  This is not really a requirement – it is more of a technology for implementing broad requirements that already exist:

Clearly, these requirements will drive the technology effort (AD/TS) to make sure there is a method to address the specific Elements and by which the settings, where applicable, can be read-back.  Of course, this addressability is needed for setting values as well.

It was also not clear why this would be an Interoperability requirement.  This would look to items that could be required if LFC were to support existing Theme technologies or support along those lines.

Therefore, as it appears this requirement is a technology resolution supporting other, broader requirements, the proposal below is to delete the INTOP requirement.
