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1 Reason for Contribution

MobAd Service is advanced to deliver the most appropriated advertisements to the users. Although Service Provider will check the advertisement content before delivering, the advertisement still has the possibility to provide improper information. So Service Provider should provide a method for users to report this problem and deal with advertisement according to the judgement of Regulator.
The contribution is to populate the use case section with the advertisement regulation cases and also derives the related requirements.

5. Use Cases
5.1 Regulation of Advertisement
5.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

MobAd Service should prevent to deliver improper advertisement. Although most of disqualified advertisements could be filtered out, Service Provider could not ensure all the advertisements are proper. So Service Provider should provide users with an access method to report improper advertisement, and need to do some action on improper advertisements to control the improper advertisement.
5.1.2 Actors

· Cathy (User): The user consumes the MobAd service.

· Dream Shopping Mall (Advertiser): Actor want to deliver promotion information through MobAd service.

· Service Provider: Provides the MobAd service to users.
· Regulator: Actor regulates the content of advertisements and prevents advertiser from delivering improper advertisements.
5.1.2.1 Actor Specific Benefits

· Cathy (User):  Is able to report her bad experience of consuming advertisement service, and gets an entry to resolve the problem.
· Dream Shopping Mall (Advertiser):  Can get the improper advertisement found effectively.

· Service Provider: Gets its advertisement service more reliable.

· Regulator: Prevents the improper advertisements to be delivered.

5.1.3 Pre-conditions

· Cathy chooses to be able to receive advertisement about promotion information of dream shopping mall.

· Dream Shopping Mall (Advertiser) has submitted the promotion advertisement to Service Provider.

· Service Provider provides a mechanism for users to report improper advertisement.

· Regulator can receive improper advertisement reports.
5.1.4 Post-conditions

· Cathy reports her bad experience of consuming advertisement service and got the problem resolved.
· Promotion advertisement of Dream Shopping Mall is suspended by Service Provider.
5.1.5 Normal Flow

1. Cathy receives a mobile advertisement from Service Provider, which contains promotion information of Dream Shopping Mall. The advertisement says that she has got a 50% discount coupon for some new style dresses of Dream Shopping Mall, in which the access information for reporting improper advertisement is attached. 
2. Cathy goes to Dream Shopping Mall and selects some favourite dresses. When she shows the coupon on paying, the cashier says that the discount is adjusted to 30%. 
3. Cathy contacts Service Provider according to the access information on the coupon and describes her bad experience in Dream Shopping Mall.
4. Service Provider informs Regulator about Cathy’s reporting for Dream Shopping Mall advertisement.
5. Regulator confirms the fact Cathy has described and requests Service Provider to suspend the promotion advertisement of Dream Shopping Mall.
6. Service Provider suspends the promotion advertisement, notifies Regulator and Dream Shopping Mall.
7. Service Provider sends the advertisement suspending feedback to Cathy.
