4.1.2 Actors

· User: consumes advertisement(s). The User receives the advertisement(s) along with mobile service, such as MMS, IM, DCD, BCAST, etc., with a mobile terminal and may interact with it via MobAd-enabled Client.
· MobAd-enabled Client: receives and presents advertisement(s) to the User. The MobAd-enabled Client (pre)fetches relevant advertisement(s) from Service Provider when required by the User. The MobAd-enabled Client facilitates metrics of the shown advertisement(s). The MobAd-enabled Client resides on the User device.
· Service Provider: offers the mobile service and advertisement(s) separately or together. Service Provider selects the most appropriate advertisement(s) based on a series of criteria, such as user profile, user context, etc. Service Provider might be able to select and manage a user or a group of users in order to provide the advertisement(s). Service Provider collects the advertising metrics of a user to be used for further improvement of user advertising needs and requirements.
· Content Provider: provides the content and/or the metadata related to advertisement to the Service Provider.
· Advertiser: is wiling to promote its products and services to the User by delivering the right advertisement(s) to the right User at the right time. The advertisement(s) delivered to mobile terminals capture User’s attention and build brand awareness.
