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1 Reason for Change

Viral advertising is where users forward advertisements to each other either online or via mobile handsets. In this way, the advertisement of a product may be delivered to an unprecedented number of consumers. Viral advertising is positioned to play a significant role in commercial advertising on mobile handsets.

This contribution is to add a requirement regarding to the Mob Ad Enabler  that allows the advertisements to be protected with DRM technologies (e.g. OMA DRM). 

R01 addresses the comments received during the London meeting. The feedback was the following (extracted from the agreed minutes):
“There was agreement with the intent of this requirement however some rewording is necessary.

There was a question as to why an Ad would need to be encrypted.

There was a concern that if MobAd terminals are supposed to be able to send, accept etc DRM protected Ads then those devices need to be DRM compliant and this is not an acceptable requirement.

The question was asked if it is the aim for DRM to protect the content of the Ad or to prevent the forward lock.

The response was that the main concern is with the forward lock.

There was a comment that the requirement should be stated in a positive way and not SHALL NOT.

There was a comment that a use case to outline the purpose of the requirement would be helpful even if this is not added into the RD.

This requirement should not be mandatory.”

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Text added for clarification:

The main intention of this requirement is enable the use case in which an actor wants to protect the lifecycle of ad. For instance:

1. Nike decides to offer send an advertisement that includes a discount coupon

2. Nike designs the creative and requests the MobAd Service Provider its distribution, but with some protection of their business model.
3. The user receive the advertisement on its device.

4. The user tries to forward the discount coupon to a hundred of friends but he can’t.

5. The user buys a brand new device and he share the discount coupon from his old device to his new device in order to maintain it. Since the devices are owned by the same user, he can share the ad between them.
All this functionalities are enabled by e.g. OMA DRM 2.1
